Palaeontological Museum.

In the municipality of  
El Pobo we can visit a park 
called Safari in the Teruel 

Savannah. There are several 
life-sized sculptures of 

mammals that lived tens of 
millions of years after the 

extinction of the dinosaurs.
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The Santa Ana site in Ababuj is 
located 1.4 km far from the Santa Ana 
hermitage. It contains more than 250 

sauropod elite tracks and ornithopod 
and theropod tracks. In Aguilar del 

Alfambra the most interesting tracks 
are located in Aguilar 3 site, which 

show estegosaurian dinosaurs 
gregarious behavior.

El Castellar is located in an 
impressive natural environment in 
the Gúdar–Javalambre region.  
Visitors can enjoy the DINOpaseo, 
a one-kilometer walking tour 
through the streets of the town, 
showcasing the palaeontological 
diversity of the area through 
replicas and sculptures, ending at the 
“Saurio Pond”.

In Cedrillas, we can see a site with several 
sauropod tracks and in Camarillas original 
ornithopod dinosaur tracks.
The relationship of the Teruel Community 
region with dinosaurs is also evident in the 
signage found along the  route in Ababuj and 
Cedrillas. All of this is part of the regional project 
called Dinoexperience.

The Ababuj site is located 
along the road leading from 
the municipality to Aguilar del 
Alfambra. 
The nearly vertical strata serve 
as a huge canvas where tracks 
of various types of dinosaur 
that inhabited the ecosystems 
about 145 million years ago can 
be observed.

Galve has a long-standing tradition and 
importance in palaeontology. In the 
Palaeontological Park, the dinosaur 
tracksites Las Cerradicas (along the access 
road to the municipality), Los Corrales del 
Pelejón (a 4.5 km trek away by dirt track) 
and El Cantalar are open to visitors,  
as well as some reconstructions of the  
“terrible lizards” in the riverside grove along  
the Alfambra River.

There is also the Dinosaur Route, a 2.6 km trail 
that covers two tracksites, El Castellar and Camino 

El Berzal, ending at the San Cristóbal site, where 
original fossil bones of a stegosaur dinosaur can 

be observed on-site. Further highlights include 
the El Hoyo tracksite and the approach trail to 

the Jurassic Via Ferrata, with signage about the 
surrounding geology.

Original fossils and 
reconstructions of some of 

the dinosaurs discovered 
in the municipality are 

also exhibited at Dinópolis 
“Legendark” and the Galve 
Palaeontological Museum.

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Additionally, we recommended extending 
this route by starting or ending the tour 
with a visit to Dinópolis in the city of 
Teruel, (about 40 km from El 
Castellar and 55 km from 
Galve). A number of the 
fossils and dinosaurs 
discovered in the 
municipalities 
along the route are 
exhibited there.

The routes pass 
through a geological 

environment from 
the Jurassic and 

Cretaceous periods.   
The fossils along the 

path reconstruct scenes 
such as carnivorous 

dinosaurs stalking herds of 
sauropods –quadrupeds with 

long necks and tails–, stegosaurs  
–with dermal plates from the neck  

to the end of the tail– and ornithopods.

The Miravete site is located 300 metres from the municipality, 
at the end of a moderately difficult path. The geological 
surroundings are representative of the Cultural Park of 
Maestrazgo, a UNESCO Global Geopark.

The Río Alcalá site exhibits the skin impressions of dinosaur  
limbs that they were produced during walking. It represents one of 

the world’s finest examples of “4D Tracks”. It is located in the  
Community Interest Area “Maestrazgo y Sierra de Gúdar”.

Dinosaur Tracks Road
The Dinosaur Tracks Road is a route named by palaeontologists 
from the Dinópolis Foundation in 2011. It mainly follows the 
A-228, TE-V-8001, A-226, and TE-V-8010 roads over a distance 
of about 50 km. Along the route you will not only encounter the 
major palaeontological localities of   El Castellar and Galve, but 
also five more municipalities that boast palaeontological sites that 
have inspired internationally significant scientific publications: 
Cedrillas, El Pobo, Aguilar del Alfambra, Ababuj, and Camarillas.
The route has two possible itineraries. One goes through the 
Geological Park of Aliaga and includes a site in Miravete de 
la Sierra, while the other traverses the extraordinary natural 
environment around the Alcalá de la Selva which is part of the 
Natura 2000 Network. All together there are eleven Cultural Heritage 
sites featuring  dinosaur tracks as well as many other inventoried 
sites. Furthermore, tourists and enthusiasts can learn more from 
museographic installations found in thirteen sites, located in 
El Castellar, Cedrillas, Ababuj, Aguilar del Alfambra, Galve, Alcalá 
de la Selva and Miravete de la Sierra.
